2. Put the installation sticker on the surface (wall or ceiling) of where it will
be installed.

3. Take out the screws on the bracket and put them into the expansion bolts
to fix the bracket on the surface (wall or ceiling).

4. Remove the base of the camera. Use screws to fix the base onto the
bracket.

5. Fix the camera back to the base secured on the bracket.
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6. Adjust the direction of the camera to the desired field of view. 8. Put the cover back and use a hex key wrench to secure the 3 screws.
Make sure all the parts of the camera are installed securely.
